e Check that fasteners (rivets, screws or bolts) are not missing, loose or
corroded.

e Check that rungs/steps are not missing, loose, worn, corroded or damaged.

e Check that the entire ladder is free from contamination (e.g. dirt, mud,
paint, oil or grease).

e Check that the platform is not missing any parts or fasteners and is not
damaged or corroded.

e Check that the wheels and brakes are free from wear, dirt, mud, gravel.

If any of the above checks cannot be fully met, you should NOT use the ladder.
For special ladder types, additional points identified by the manufacturer
should be considered.

STORAGE

e Ladders should be stored in a suitable manner to avoid damage to the
ladder.

e Attention - ladder sides, steps, rungs, locking mechanisms should not be
exposed to impacts or fall over. Deformations can weaken the load-
bearing capacity of the ladder and pose a risk of accident.

REPAIR

e Parts that are screwed into the structure, or similar, can be replaced if
this is done in accordance with the assembly instructions.

e Parts that are permanently fixed to the structure must not be replaced by
unauthorized persons.

e Repairs to parts that are permanently fixed to the structure must be
carried out by the manufacturer.
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
